El Jebel Shriners provide travel support for
families to Shriners Hospitals, by booking airfare
or by providing a nominal sum to those who
wish to travel by car. There are almost 1000
children in our jurisdiction (Northern Colorado)

Some of the most commonly treated conditions
include clubfoot, limb deficiencies and
discrepancies, scoliosis, Cerebral Palsy,
Osteogenesis Imperfecta, juvenile rheumatoid
arthritis, and orthopedic problems related to
spina bifida.
